Dialogue in the Dark -- Executive Workshops

In Issue No. 37 of this Newsletter, we reported the formation of DiD(HK) Ltd to bring Dialogue in the Dark programs to Hong Kong and Mainland China. At that time, the focus was on launching a temporary exhibition to test the market. After identifying a number of possible sites, Andreas Heinecke, founder of Dialogue in the Dark, was invited to Hong Kong to make the selection. Unfortunately, Andreas approved of only one of the sites and that site was not available for the period the exhibition was planned to take place. However, Andreas was flexible enough to offer an alternative arrangement; he suggested to organizing a series of Executive Workshops which have been proven to be a great success in Europe using the medium of darkness.

It turned out that Andreas was due to conduct a number of these workshops in London for the Young Presidents’ Organization in late October. K K and Patrick decided to go there to experience the workshops themselves. K K also took the opportunity to follow Patrick’s footsteps to visit Dialogue in the Dark’s Head Office in Hamburg and experience the Exhibition for the first time.
Beyond Expectations

The Executive Workshops proved to be much more powerful than K K and Patrick had expected. During their stay in London, it was also announced by YPO that the Dialogue in the Dark workshop had won the Award for Most Innovative/ Risk-taking Event. K K and Patrick were convinced that the workshop would create a major impact on the participants when they are being held in Hong Kong.

Here are the details of the workshop:

· To enable the participants to explore new frontiers of leadership potential 

· To challenge the participants to become innovative and imaginative in crisis and unfamiliar situations 

· To facilitate the participants to reflect on their leadership and communication styles 

· To enable the participants to appreciate the talents and skills of people with apparent disability
